This coming Tuesday is the celebration of
the Church of the Birthday of St. John the
Baptist, who was the cousin of Jesus and the
Precursor as well. He spent his early life
preparing himself for his Mission to announce to
the world that the Messiah was on the brink of
His arrival, and preached to all the people a
Baptism of repentance.  Thus they would
prepare themselves spiritually for the long
awaited Messiah. But for the most part, the
Jewish leaders did not listen to John because he
preached a spiritual preparation for a Spiritual
Messiah who would come to save the Jews from
their sins.

John’s Mission was to prepare the people,
and once that was accomplished, he was
imprisoned and finally beheaded. We celebrate
this Tuesday not the day of his spiritual rebirth
into the next life but rather his birth into this life
because he was sanctified in the womb of his
mother Elizabeth when Mary had come to visit
her to announce the fact that she too was
pregnant. He is the only person outside of
Christ Himself whose birthday we celebrate,

rather than the day of their death or entry into the
next life.

We might remember that even Jesus
remarked about John the Baptist that no greater
man than he walked the face of the earth. That
is quite a tribute coming from the Son of God
Himself!
